2012 Eligibility, Format & Scoring:
· A player must be a registered member of the school on 1st April 2012. Year 8 Boys & Year 8 Girls - A player must be in Years 7-8 or born between 1st September 1998 and 31st August 2000 inclusive. Year 10 Boys & Year 10 Girls - A player must be in Years 7-10 or born between 1st September 1996 and 31st August 2000 inclusive.
· There are four events to enter; Year 8 boys, Year 8 girls, Year 10 boys and Year 10 girls.
· Each event requires 4 players in a team with the format being 4 singles and 2 doubles rubbers.
· Each rubber is one set.
